Lethbridgers Raise Funds For Victims of Cyclone Nargis in Burma

Amnesty International members raised funds this year with the intention of helping the survivors of Cyclone Nargis in Burma.

The $400 USD was exchanged at a rate of $1.00 = 1,142 kyat. 

During September 2008, the money was used for the following:

· Transportation to buy supplies: 6,500 kyat

· Textbooks: 160 grade school textbooks for children in the Delta: 46,000 kyat

· Chairs: 3 chairs for teachers in the Delta: 22,800 kyat

· Parking while buying supplies: 200 kyat

· School Supplies for children in the Delta and in Rangoon:

· 73 backpacks: 127,750 kyat

· 25 packs of notebooks: 37,500 kyat

· 13 packs of pencils: 7,800 kyat

· 73 boxes of crayons: 21,900 kyat

· 73 boxes of colored pencils: 21,900 kyat

· 73 coloring books: 7,300 kyat

· 73 rulers: 7,300 kyat

· 73 sharpeners: 3,650 kyat

· 73 erasers: 1,200 kyat

· Transportation to a village in the Delta: 100,000 kyat

· Labor charges for assistance packing supplies: 6,000 kyat

The school supplies purchased were divided evenly into a total of 73 backpacks to create school kits, most of which were distributed to children in a small village in the Delta devastated by the cyclone. The remaining school kits were distributed to children residing in an orphanage in Rangoon. 

The transportation charges were necessary in order to purchase the supplies and reach the village in the Delta.

There is 79,000 kyat remaining of the money donated. This money has been added to a larger collection of money that will be used to continue to assist survivors of the cyclone in the Delta.
